The following table outlines what the children will be learning this term. We hope that this gives you a clear indication of the areas of study and ways in which you can support them.

	Suggestions for parents


	Maths
	Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different physical resources and pictorial representations.  Greater emphasis on explaining methods and reasoning in every lesson.
Recognise the place value of each digit in a three-digit number -hundreds, tens, ones and find 10 or 100 more or less.
Read and write numbers in numerals and in words, compare and order numbers up to 1000.
To revise 2x, 5x, 10x tables and learn multiplication facts for the 3, 4, 8 times tables.  And related division facts.
Addition and subtraction: mentally, using formal columnar written methods, with numbers up to three digits. 
Estimate the answers to a calculation and use inverse operations to check them.
Solve problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and more complex addition and subtraction.
Multiplication and division: using the 3, 4 and 8 times tables.
	Encourage your children to read numbers that they may see in everyday life e.g Reading the football attendance figures on the TV, money, temperature on weather forecasts, measures, temperatures, time when cooking.
When shopping, encourage children to work out how much two items would cost and how much change they should receive.

Encourage your child to learn their times tables off by heart and the related division facts.

By the end of year 2, children should be fluent in the x2, x5 and x10 tables.

There are many online games, songs to help children learn times tables including TTRockstars which we have introduced to the children and they have brought their passwords home.
