	-To recognise the place value of each digit in a four-digit number (thousands, hundreds, tens and ones)
-To identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations

-To explore Roman numerals up to 100

-To round to the nearest 10, 100, 1000

-To add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits 
-To learn the multiplication and division facts for the 6 , 9,7,11,and 12 times-tables.

-To understand the area of a shape

	To help your child’s understanding of these topics please encourage them to practise:
· Times tables – Your child is expected to know all their tables and division facts at speed
· Telling the time - analogue and digital
· Using money – calculating costs and change

	Animals including Humans
-animal diet, food chains and food webs

-how sound travels

	Discuss with your child what they have been learning at school and encourage them to share some of their scientific vocabulary with you.

	Ancient Sumerians
-learning about their civilization, impact and ways of life

	Talk about other countries that you have heard of, visited and would like to go to. Look at maps and atlases.

	Structures – Making pavilions: children will investigate and model frame structures to improve their stability, then apply this research to design and create a stable, decorated pavilion.
	Look at pictures of iconic buildings around the world and talk about how they are different.

	Using Purple Mash to learn about:
-Online safety
-Hardware Investigations

	Discuss online safety with your children to reinforce the safety messages we give at school.
Help your child to log on to Google Classroom at home

	This term we will learn about:
