We hope that this gives you a clear 
indication of the areas of study and ways in which you can support them. 

SUBJECT TOPIC SUGGESTIONS FOR PARENTS 

Maths Read Roman numerals to 1000 (M) and 
recognise years written in Roman 
numerals. 
Place value of numbers  10, 100, 1000,   
1,0000, 100,000, up to 1,000,000 - 
comparing , ordering and rounding. 

Addition and subtraction - mental 
strategies ; calculations of numbers with 
more than 4 digits. 

Multiplication and division- by 10, 100, 

1000; 

Multiples, factors, Prime numbers , square 
numbers, cubed numbers. 

Fractions- equivalent, improper, mixed 

numbers, adding and subtracting. 

Please help your child learn their times tables up to 
12 x 12. Children need to practise them every day 
to build proficiency. They must know them in and 
out of order. Encourage them to share the derived 
division facts for the times tables. 

Find ways to make maths functional at home e.g. 

by encouraging your child to add up the shopping 

bill; weighing quantities when cooking; calculating 

timings for cooking. Practise telling the time on an 

analogue clock. 

Literacy We will read and explore ‘The Boy at the 

Back of the Classroom’ by Onjali Q. Raúf.  

As well as the book Viking Boy which is 

linked to our topic of the Vikings. As well 

as our Book Week topic!  

2nd half term: We will be writing 

instructions for Bread and linking it to our 

Design and Technology. Fiction will be the 

picture book Quest and we will also be 

writing Limericks!  

 

Read to your child and encourage them to read to 
you. Discuss with them, the text that they are 
reading to check their understanding. 

Please remind your child to bring their reading 

books home from school.
