Dear Parents and Carers, 
  
Welcome to Year 6! We are really pleased with the way that the children have settled into their new classes and  how keen they have been to learn. Your continued support in helping your child with class work and the  completion of homework is very important and much appreciated. It is vital that we all continue to work in  partnership to ensure your child reaches their full potential. 
The following table outlines what the children will be learning this term. We hope that this gives you a clear  indication of the areas of study and ways in which you can support them.

	Suggestions for parents

	Maths 
	As well as revising times tables etc, we will be  covering a wide range of subjects during maths  activities. 
Read, write, order and compare numbers up to  10,000,000 and determine the value of 
each digit. 
Round any whole number to a required degree of  accuracy. 
Use negative numbers in context, and calculate  intervals across zero. 
Solve number and practical problems that involve  all of the above. 
Solve addition and subtraction multi step  problems in contexts, deciding which operations and methods to use and why. 
Multiply multi-digit number up to 4 digits by a 2-digit number using the formal written method of long multiplication. 
Divide numbers up to 4 digits by a 2-digit whole number using the formal written method of long division, and interpret remainders as whole number remainders, fractions, or by rounding as appropriate for the context. 
Divide numbers up to 4 digits by a 2-digit number using the formal written method of short division, interpreting remainders according to the context. 
Perform mental calculations, including with  mixed operations and large numbers. 
Identify common factors, common multiples and prime numbers. 
Use their knowledge of the order of operations to carry out calculations involving the four operations. 
Solve problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. 
Use estimation to check answers to calculations and determine in the context of a problem, an appropriate degree of accuracy.
	Please help your child to recall all times tables  facts up to 12x12 and the corresponding division  facts quickly. Practise them every day to build  proficiency. Lack of secure knowledge will hold  children back from progressing in other areas of  maths. The mental arithmetic test requires speed  and accuracy to obtain a good score.  
Support your child to tell the time on a 12 hour  and 24 hour clock. 




	Literacy 
	Novels studied this term will include: 
High Rise Mystery by Sharna Jackson,  
Stormbreaker by Anthony Horowitz and Boy by  Roald Dahl .  
To speak with confidence in a range of contexts  (using standard English).  
To listen, understand and respond appropriately  to others and ask relevant questions. 
To read with fluency, accuracy and  
understanding using appropriate strategies, using  inference and deduction where necessary. Be  able to explain how particular words and/or  sentence structures affect a text. 
To use a growing vocabulary, a variety of writing  styles and a variety of punctuation. 
Develop their understanding of the grammatical  structures of English. 
We will celebrate a love of books and reading  during Book Week. We are hoping to be  borrowing books from our lovely library within  the next few weeks. Watch this space! 
	Read to your child regularly and encourage them  to read to you.  
Please then discuss the texts that you have read  together, including how an author has used the  vocabulary to achieve a certain effect. 




	Science 
	Living Things and their Habitats 

Electricity
	Discuss with your children what they have  been learning, reinforcing scientific  vocabulary.  
Share non-fiction books, relevant  
newspaper articles and appropriate  documentaries. 

	Geography 
	Children will be carrying out fieldwork in our local area (Enfield Town) to find out how land is  used, economic activity, and how the  area has become urbanised over time. 

	As you go about your daily routines, notice  and discuss what the area is like. 
Explore the internet or go to your local  library.  


	History
	We will be learning all about WW2 and its impact on our local area.
	Discuss with your child what they have been learning.

Share non-fiction books (readily available from the library) and appropriate documentaries.

	ICT/Computing  E Safety
	We will be learning all about blogging and  creating our own blog using Purple Mash  resources. 
E-safety 
We continue to promote the importance  of staying safe online throughout the  year. 
	Have a conversation with your child about  which websites are appropriate to use.  
Please monitor your child’s use of social  media (most have age restrictions of 13+)  and ensure that they do not have the name  of the school that they attend on their  profile. 

	Art: 
	Topic 1: We will be looking at 2D drawing and  moving on to 3D making. This will link to our  maths curriculum through the study and use of nets. We will also be researching food  packaging, typography and designing our  own. 
	Encourage your children to sketch and  practise techniques at home, look at food packaging and discuss the different designs /  lettering you see in the supermarket. 




	RE: 
	What does it mean to be a Muslim in  Britain today? 
This term we will be learning about the 5  pillars of Islam and finding out how this  impacts on the daily lives of Muslims. Our learning in this topic will include  exploring Islamic art and making  
connections between religions.
	Discuss our school values of tolerance and  respect in relation to other people’s beliefs. 

	Music: 
	Music linked to Black History Month.  Children will explore a variety of music  genres which will include Jazz and Blues. 
Music linked to the show learning about  rhythm. 
	Listen to and explore music children have  heard at school.
